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from Exploring Wave Patterns in water, rOPES, cOILS & sLINKIES
Now that we have used class time exploring how waves move in different mediums, we will work to draw some conclusions about waves.  We will return to our goals listed on the Water lab (#12) and the Ropes lab (#13) to help us organize our learning.
Our goals were to . . . 
1. gather experiences creating different kinds of waves in water or creating waves of different amplitudes, wavelengths & frequencies.

2. learn what happens when waves reach barriers, like the end of the water tray, or the end of a medium or a cabinet.

3. learn what happens when waves reach obstacles, like objects in the water.

4. learn what happens when one wave encounters another wave (when waves meet).

5. learn what happens when waves move from one medium to another.
